6. SECRETARY’S REPORT

          The secretary opened his address by updating the meeting on national matters.

          Firstly, and most importantly, on the 11th  June this year the Police Support 

          Staff have their first Service Group Meeting. At this meeting branches can put 

          forward motions to improve their conditions of service. It is more than probable 

          the secretary, with the permission of the executive, will be submitting motions.

          Any motions will be discussed at the next executive meeting.

          Our General Secretary – Rodney Bickerstaff – has tendered his resignation as  

          from 31st December 2000. Ballot forms will be sent out to every member in the

          next few weeks.  There are three contenders – Dave Prentiss, the current deputy

          to Rodney – Malkiat Bilku, the successful leader of the Hillingdon strikers  and

          Roger Bannister. An election address from each of the candidates will 

          accompany the ballot papers. Members are urged to use their vote.

          Lastly, a detailed update on the Greater Manchester Police strikes action.

          The management at GMP used a Job Evaluation system that is not tailored to a

          police environment and resulted in mass down grading. At first management 

          refused to discuss the issues and the branch was left no option other than 

          withdrawing their labour. The branch withdrew their labour on three successive

          Mondays, first Monday for two hours, second for four hours and the third for

          six hours. Management have now agreed to arbitration and the matter has been

          referred to ACAS. The branch will be kept up to date with developments.

          The secretary then gave a detailed break down of the recent changes within the

          Force. Discussion took place on many of the moves. Some staff were distinctly

          upset over some of the changes but no one has been made compulsory    

          redundant. The Chief Constable has voiced on several occasions that he will

          do whatever he can to avoid compulsory redundancies. However, he has also

          stated that change is here to stay. If after change a department does not function

          adequately, then it could be changed again. 

          There has been three grievances during the year which the secretary dealt with 

          and two disciplines.

          Several members of staff are concerned over their pension rights if their 

          wages are reduced.. Stuart Pickering of the finance department and myself

          are in dialogue with Mr Glyn Jenkins UNISON’s full time pension officer to

          ensure that regulations are adhered too and no one is unfairly disasdvantaged.



          Now that BEST VALUE is among us, volunteers are required to assist the 

        branch to ensure full consultation with UNISON. Anyone wishing to assist 

        contact the secretary, your contribution will be appreciated.

       Several other matters were aired at the meeting but did not require minuting.
