1. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

	  SECRETARY’S REPORT 

a. Job Evaluation update – the secretary reported that the personnel department has been unable to keep to the previously given implementation date for those staff awaiting criteria advancement details. The end of November is the new date. 

The CJU staff were furious and demanded that the secretary write to the personnel department requesting written confirmation to guarantee that no member should suffer a financial loss due to the delay and the unknown job criteria for incremental increases.

b. Medical Expenses – one of our members has suffered a serious illness. The 

Secretary has managed to obtain a refund from UNISON Welfare for medical certificates. The member has also been granted a stay at a convalescence home in Devon. The committee has agreed to pay travelling expenses for the member.

c. Women’s Conference – Mrs D Parker has expressed an interest in attending next year’s women’s conference. 

d. Mr Peter Benton – raised the question of salaries for the new appointed assistant Scenes of Crime Officers. The Secretary will update Peter direct. 

e. Mr Alan Moore – Alan raised a question over the Working Time Directive – John Gooding will reply direct to Alan. 

f. Branch Envelopes – the secretary along with the secretaries of the other four branches in the East Midlands Region have had printed envelopes with the UNISON logo and the branch name thereon. These envelopes will be distributed to all stewards. 

g. National communication centre update – Dave and Derek have completed the 

report in relation to the salaries and job descriptions of Comcens throughout the UK. The report will presented to our National Officer at the National Police Seminar to be held in Nottingham over the weekend 2-4 November 2001.

h. The committee decided to have our Annual General Meeting on Wednesday the

27th February 2002. Subject to approval by the Chief Constable. The venue will be at police headquarters Nettleham. Steve suggested that a high profile guest should be invited. Secretary to progress. Bill Bilton to organise the buffet and related issues.

h. Education expenses – A member had previously requested funding assistance for

a Degree at University, which includes crime and disorder aspects. The committee previously agreed to pay £450 this has since reduced to £405.

Another member who suffered a down grading in the recent Job Evaluation requested £36 to complete a course, which could assist in securing a better paid post within the service. All agreed.

1. TREASURER’S REPORT 
The treasurer reported that the new branch funding formula would have little or no affect to the branch. The branch funds currently stand in excess of £4,700.

2. AREA REPORTS 
Debbie received a request from Peter Benton to up the AGM raffle prize money from £75 to £100. The treasurer stated that there would be sufficient funds to cover such an outlay

All agreed.

A committee member expressed concern that second hand reports had been received over alleged bullying within the force. Unfortunately the individual(s) concerned felt they were unable to raise the issue either through the grievance procedures or through the union. The secretary was instructed to obtain literature and to display it prominently in the hope that those involved will feel confident to come forward.

The secretary will also liaise with Ms Impey.

Clothing – the committee were reminded that our clothing representative – Jackie Parker – will be attending a meeting on the 27th November which could decide the future of the composition of our current uniform. Anyone with views should contact Jackie at Lincoln Police Station on extension 5313.

One committee member expressed concern that our discipline procedures had not been updated for sometime. North Yorkshire has recently reviewed their procedures. The secretary to obtain a copy and the committee will compare at the next meeting.

3. OTHER REPORTS 
John Armstrong – retired members’ secretary – gave a comprehensive report on this year’s retired member’s conference. The bulk of John’s report was round pension payments. One interesting item was the idea of raising the tax threshold for pensioners by around £2,000 per year.

The subject of retired members’ being charged a sum of money to remain a retired member was discussed. This branch has refused for some years to take any money

and the committee saw no good reason for changing our stance. No payment for retired members’ remains.

4. ANY OTHER BUSINESS 
Several minor matters were discussed and resolved without the need for minutes.

5. DATE OF NEXT MEETING
