	6.     SECRETARY’S REPORT

        Over the last year three members have utilised the UNISON legal system. One case 

        has been resolved  resulting in a beneficial financial settlement.

        The Police Skills and Advisory Council have come up with a new IPR scheme. The

        force  would like to adopt this new system, Derek has raised concerns that it is 

        aimed at Police Officers and not Police Staff. He will be keeping us updated as to 

        what is happening.

        The new RMS  (on line computerised membership list) is now up and running in our

        branch. It means that we can now change the list when we need to. When someone

        asks for help at the touch of a button we can now see if they are members or not.

       Eleven PCSO’s are now in position in the south and east divisions. 

       Another thirtynine are to be employed, bringing the total in force to fifty. They are be

       given two cars enabling them to move around their areas.

       The  risk assessment for the PCSO’s is now complete and was received in H & S 

       today.

       The IT department are now being subjected to a BCS  (British Computer Society)  

      best value type review. It is all to do with professional qualifications and being 

      graded  accordingly. We have now started a consultation process.

      On the 10th April Derek will be attending a conference on pensions. A report will be

      circulated shortly thereafter.

     A national draft paper is in circulation called Service Confidence Procedures. Both the 

     Federation and UNISON have stated their opposition to the draft policy.

     The branch have submitted 3 motions to Police Sector Conference, they are on:

     1.  Deep Vein Thrombosis

     2.  Health & Safety 

     3.  Death Grants

    The force has told SOCO officers they will be required  to wear uniforms and drive 

    marked vehicles. They feel that this will put them at risk. UNISON put forward a  

    forceful argument on their behalf, but were told that the decision had already been 

    made. No new risk assessment has yet been carried out.

    The Chair and Secretary have made a decision to no longer be paid an honorarium,

    instead they will be paid £25 a month expenses. This will result in a saving to the

    branch of £1, 500 per annum. 

 A new national hand book for Police Staff is being negotiated employers are starting to 

   baulk at the proposals.

   Branch agreed the following motion:

  “ This branch (Lincolnshire Police) calls upon the national negotiators to ensure that any

   amendments to the current national handbook have a clause inserted to the effect that,

    any newly agreed terms and conditions, shall not replace any better local agreements”.
