          The new Chief Constable has made it clear that he is going change the way

          that sickness is monitored.  The new policy is going to be more focused on

          Attendance figures rather than sickness.

UNISON

          supports  the Chief’s stance on absenteeism as it puts added pressure and stress

          on those left behind to do the work.  The new policy is due in the next few days

          and will be readily available.

          The Independent Police Complaints Commission – IPCC – comes into being

          on the 1st April 2004.  Basically if a member of the public complains about 

          their treatment by either a police officer or a member of the police staff, then 

          they have an set avenue to make a complaint and if serious enough will be

          investigate by the IPCC a independent body.  A leaflet will be published

          during 2004 to explain how the system works.
