	1. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Minutes of the previous meeting held on the 15th March 2005 having been previously circulated were accepted as a true record.

2. MATTERS ARISING
a. Marathon - Mr Parker reported that he and Debbie Kitt-Geraghty had completed the London marathon, as agreed the branch would pay each chosen charity £50.

b. Public Holiday Grievances – Mr Harris reported that he had met with the DCC and it was agreed that a report would be submitted to the next JNCC meeting.

d. Re-grade FCCC – Mr Powell stated that the last re-grade was in 1989, however a job evaluation had taken place in 2000.  A discussion took place and it was agreed that a copy of the re-grading procedure and job evaluation system be requested from Personnel.  It was also agreed that a copy of the job description for a Controller and Supervisor also be requested.  Mrs Parker agreed to send a letter to FCCC staff informing them of this.

e. Attendance Allowance for Branch Meetings – Mr Gooding stated that all branch members attending meetings receive an attendance allowance of £15, however the Chair, Secretary and Treasurer do not receive this because they receive honorariums, he felt this was unfair.  He had examined previous minutes but could not find anything to substantiate this.  A discussion took place and it was agreed that all branch members should receive the allowance and any back pay would be arranged.

f. Branch Information Cards – Miss Gilbert stated that she felt that branch information cards would be a good idea for staff, especially those who wouldn’t know what to do if they needed a branch representative.
