	Retired Members Conference

	MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

	MATTERS ARISING
a. Christmas Public Holiday’s 2005 – Ms Parker reported that she had received a letter from the Chief Constable stating that Police Staff would not receive parity regarding payment with Police Officers. 

b. Extended Late Tune Shifts FCCC – Ms Parker reported that this was no further forward than before. It was agreed Miss Gilbert to obtain a 10 week duty cycle and forward to Miss Taylor to calculate the correct figures. Ms Parker also to obtain a copy of the current local negotiations and liase with Richard Parker.

c. Local Negotiations – Ms Parker circulated a draft copy of the local negotiations. It was decided that all committee members would take a copy away to read and arrange an emergency meeting week commencing 14th November 2005 to discuss any relevant changes. Ms Parker to e-mail date and a copy to absent committee members.



	SECRETARYS REPORT

a. Regional Merger – Ms Parker gave an update stating that until the final choice had been put to the Home Secretary UNISON were unable to plan anything. She stated that the Regional Police Staff Committee were meeting regularly for updates. It was agreed that UNISON maintains its strong presence throughout this process. Ms Parker to write to Sue Scott regarding facilitation time for stewards during the merger.

b. Protocol/Procedures for UNISON Stewards –Ms Parker reported that she had received an e-mail from Debbie Kitt-Geraghty regarding protocol for stewards, she felt that there had been problems in South Division that she was unaware of. A discussion took place regarding what the branch rules were. Ms Parker agreed to arrange an extra meeting to discuss branch rules and update if necessary.
